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Declaration of associations & organisations

To support the movements against the closure of  Mahébourg and Long Mountain hospitals  
Given that the government has no electoral mandate to close down  hospitals whether in Mahebourg or in Long Mountain;

Given that the government, in any case, cannot seek such a mandate as health is a human right;

Given that healthcare has always been provided to citizens since times of slavery, indentured labour; and has been considered a right since independence;

Given that it should be the aim of any government to provide universal, free, public and accessible healthcare to all citizens; 

Given that Mauritius is a signatory of the United Nations International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and as such, has pledged to "recognise the right of everyone to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health" (Article 12(1)); and to create "the conditions which would assure to all medical service and medical attention in the event of sickness" (Article 12(2)(d));

Given that Mauritius has undertaken to take steps with a view to "achieving progressively the full realization of the rights" recognized in this Covenant (Article 2 (1)); 

Given that Mahébourg hospital has a catchment area of over 90,000 inhabitants of the region from Grand Sable, over the coast to Mahebourg, from Blue Bay to Plaine Magnien and into L'Escalier;

Given that a waterfront is being built in Mahébourg which will bring a greater influx of people into the region;

Given that the closure of Mahebourg hospital would penalise people throughout the region as we would have to travel a long distance, up to 46 kms, to reach Jawarlall Nehru hospital in Rose Belle, causing not only higher transport costs, but also greater risk to peoples' health in emergency situations; 

Given that Mahebourg hospital is one of the oldest hospitals in the country and is part of our collective heritage;

Aware that there is a strong movement of inhabitants of the Mahebourg region to struggle against the closure of Mahebourg hopital, that this struggle is so crucial that a woman has decided to go on hunger-strike, and that inhabitants of Long Mountain are also beginning to mobilise against the closure of their hospital; 

We, associations and organisations join with the movements of peoples of the Mahebourg and Long Mountain regions to call on the Prime Minister to:

1) Revoke the decision to close down Mahebourg and Long Mountain hospitals and convert them into "Area health Centres";

2) Equip and staff both hospitals so that both are in a position to admit patients and offer decent medical treatment to inhabitants of the region.

Furthermore, we oppose all forms of privatisation of public healthcare services, whether be it through a "Trust Fund" system, medical insurance scheme, or by re-introducing the "poor law" system where poor people can only receive free medical care as charity, not as a right.
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
